Although it has been a community resource for over 76 years, Church Memorial Park was incorporated in 1950 with
the mission to “foster the physical, intellectual, and social well-being of the citizens and residents of the Municipality
of the District of Chester.”

The building of the Eleanor Pew Morris Memorial Rink in 1969 was a significant, positive step towards meeting the mission’s objectives which
includes providing hockey, skating, and curling facilities to residents of all ages. As the Rink celebrates its 40" birthday the 9-member volunteer
Board of Trustees, staff, and user groups are committed to making Church Memorial Park a year-round hub of the community.

As part of a strategic planning process begun in 2006, CMP stakeholders developed a vision statement — what they hoped folks would be saying
about the organisation five years hence:

e  CMP will be known as a fine example of planning for the future. It will become a quality recreational centre serving all citizens in the
Municipality of the District of Chester, in all seasons.

e  All citizens and associations will look first to CMP for their recreational, social, and cultural needs and the Park will be the hub of the
community.

e  CMP will be clean, bright, and modern, and provide a warm, cozy, and welcoming feeling to users. There will be strong cooperation
among all stakeholders and the Park will have a reputation for being well run.

e CMP will be thriving from successful promotion and fund raising and widely recognized as a major contributor to quality of life and a
healthy community.

So how are we doing?

The fundraising’s done; the upgrades to the physical plant are nearly complete. We regularly survey our clientele and wherever possible implement
suggestions to improve our services. The renovation of dressing rooms and the Raven’s Roost are planned for next summer, and we’re developing a
marketing plan to expand our services and implement year-round programming.

To paraphrase poet Robert Frost, “But we have promises to keep, and miles to go before we sleep...”

Spotlight on Mae

After 9 dedicated years as a Trustee of Church Memorial Park, most of them as Secretary of the organization, Mae Thibeau
has hung up her Dictaphone for a well-deserved rest.

When repairs
became essential for the survival of the facility and talk began about raising a million dollars, it was a scary thought for her! A small group of people
sitting around a table having this discussion led to a big commitment. “It was a great feeling to see it happen! It was also nice to see the Raven’s Roost
become a reality a few years ago.” says Mae. She would still like to be involved with the Park; volunteering for odd jobs when the need arises.

“The board benefitted greatly from Mae's common sense, her community perspective, and her dedication. Nine years of commitment to a community
organization is special and we want to thank Mae for her efforts to make our community a better place to live.” says Barbara Carleton, Board Chair.

Although Mae’s “spare time” is limited, she likes to sew, garden, and scrapbook when she has the chance. Mae also enjoys spending time with her
granddaughter.

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Public Recreation is Good Business

Church Memorial Park (CMP) is a major contributor to our
municipal economy. The positive economic impact of this superb
recreational complex in our community is undeniable. An
accessible, affordable facility with a variety of year-round
recreation choices benefits our businesses and our community in
many ways.

Firstly, public recreation is good business.

Did you know that the direct local economic impact of special
events (curling bonspiels and hockey tournaments) during the
winter of 2007-2008 at CMP was over $425,000? And this
doesn’t count the more than 1000 regular weekly users of the
facility over the 6-month winter season.

For these reasons, the Chamber fully supports CMP’s goals of
upgrading facilities, becoming a year-round recreation destination
and significantly increasing the number of visitors and local users
of the Park.

Secondly, the health benefits of a recreational complex also make
workplace sense. A healthier, active employee is less prone to
sickness, injury, and fatigue. Improved performance, a reduction
in sick days, fewer Workers’ Compensation and health plan
claims, all positively affect the bottom line of business.

CMP has been very active in their efforts to become a hub of
activity for the Municipality. Providing a hockey and curling
venue has been the primary use of the Park, but did you know that
CMP is also home to the Chester Brass Band, the Chester Tennis
Club, and the Chester & Area Family Resource Centre?

The progress being made by CMP and its stakeholders to become
a recreational hub fits very well with the vision statement of our
municipality’s Integrated Community Sustainability Plan. The
vision statement foresees a future 20 years from now where “our
municipality has superb recreation assets, is a national model for
healthy communities, and is respectful of the environment”.
(Institute for Planning and Design, (2009) . Integrated
Community Sustainability Plan, Chester Municipality).

The municipal government has shown their commitment to
meeting these objectives with last year’s contribution of $250,000
towards upgrades at CMP. The improvements will serve to reduce
the facility’s environmental footprint, to extend the hockey and
skating seasons, to provide new community service and
recreational opportunities, and to draw more visitors to our
community; all with the associated economic spin-offs.

The Chamber is proud to partner with Church Memorial Park and
looks forward to a lasting relationship with this progressive
organization. We fully support CMP’s efforts to enhance its
facility with the view of becoming a year-round “hub of the

Where has the $1,000,000 gone?

Acadia Refrigeration workers put final touches on new compressors

With the replacement of the aged refrigeration plant now complete,
approximately $900,000 of the more than one million dollars raised
for the Save the Complex! Campaign have been invested in new
infrastructure in the Eleanor Pew Morris Memorial Rink.

Last year some $250,000 was spent to upgrade lighting and electrical
systems. This summer saw a revitalised skating arena entrance,
renovated and ventilated washroom facilities, and the installation by
Acadia Refrigeration and Air Conditioning of the state-of-the-art arena
refrigeration system designed by Orlic Engineering.

The three compressors will provide one-third more cooling capacity
and the option to extend the operating season while consuming 20%
less electricity than the previous configuration.

Still on tap for 2010 — installation of a heat recovery system which will
permit use of previously wasted energy to pre-heat water for flooding
the ice and to heat the four arena dressing rooms.

The dressing rooms will also be renovated next summer to provide
updated washrooms and ventilation. As well the Ravens’ Roost will be
upgraded to improve accessibility via new washrooms and stairs.
